14And it shall come to pass, when | bring a cloud over the earth, that the bow shall be seen in the cloud:

15And | will remember my covenant, which is between me and you and every living creature of all flesh;
and the waters shall no more become a flood to destroy all flesh.

16And the bow shall be in the cloud; and | will look upon it, that | may remember the everlasting
covenant between God and every living creature of all flesh that is upon the earth.

17And God said unto Noah, This is the token of the covenant, which | have established between me and
all flesh that is upon the earth.

And he said, Cursed be Canaan; a servant of servants shall he be unto his brethren.

26And he said, Blessed be the LORD God of Shem; and Canaan shall be his servant.
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27God shall enlarge Japheth, and he shall dwell in the tents of Shem; and Canaan shall be his servant.

Genesis 12:2-3,7

And | will make of thee a great nation, and | will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be
a blessing:

3 And | will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of
the earth be blessed.

And the LORD appeared unto Abram, and said, Unto thy seed will | give this land: and there builded he
an altar unto the LORD, who appeared unto him.

Genesis 13:15-16
For all the land which thou seest, to thee will | give it, and to thy seed for ever.

16 And | will make thy seed as the dust of the earth: so that if a man can number the dust of the
earth, then shall thy seed also be numbered.

After these things the word of the LORD came unto Abram in a vision, saying, Fear not, Abram: | am thy
shield, and thy exceeding great reward.

18 In the same day the LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying, Unto thy seed have | given this land,
from the river of Egypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates:

19 The Kenites, and the Kenizzites, and the Kadmonites,

20 And the Hittites, and the Perizzites, and the Rephaims,

21 And the Amorites, and the Canaanites, and the Girgashites, and the Jebusites.
Genesis 16:10

And the angel of the LORD said unto her, | will multiply thy seed exceedingly, that it shall not be
numbered for multitude.

Genesis 17:2,4,6-8,16,19-21
And | will make my covenant between me and thee, and will multiply thee exceedingly.
As for me, behold, my covenant is with thee, and thou shalt be a father of many nations.

5 Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram, but thy name shall be Abraham; for a father of
many nations have | made thee.

6 And | will make thee exceeding fruitful, and | will make nations of thee, and kings shall come out of
thee.

And | will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations for
an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee.

8 And | will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein thou art a stranger, all the land
of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and | will be their God.

And | will bless her, and give thee a son also of her: yea, | will bless her, and she shall be a mother of
nations; kings of people shall be of her.

And God said, Sarah thy wife shall bear thee a son indeed; and thou shalt call his name Isaac: and | will
establish my covenant with him for an everlasting covenant, and with his seed after him.

20 And as for Ishmael, | have heard thee: Behold, | have blessed him, and will make him fruitful, and will
multiply him exceedingly; twelve princes shall he beget, and | will make him a great nation.

21 But my covenant will | establish with Isaac, which Sarah shall bear unto thee at this set time in the
next year.
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Genesis 18:18

Seeing that Abraham shall surely become a great and mighty nation, and all the nations of the earth
shall be blessed in him?

Genesis 21:13,18
And also of the son of the bondwoman will | make a nation, because he is thy seed.
Arise, lift up the lad, and hold him in thine hand; for | will make him a great nation.
Genesis 22:17-18

That in blessing | will bless thee, and in multiplying | will multiply thy seed as the stars of the heaven, and
as the sand which is upon the sea shore; and thy seed shall possess the gate of his enemies;

18 And in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed; because thou hast obeyed my voice.
Genesis 24:7

The LORD God of heaven, which took me from my father's house, and from the land of my kindred, and
which spake unto me, and that sware unto me, saying, Unto thy seed will | give this land; he shall send
his angel before thee, and thou shalt take a wife unto my son from thence.

25 And ye shall serve the LORD your God, and he shall bless thy bread, and thy water; and | will take
sickness away from the midst of thee.

26 There shall nothing cast their young, nor be barren, in thy land: the number of thy days | will fulfil.

27 1 will send my fear before thee, and will destroy all the people to whom thou shalt come, and | will
make all thine enemies turn their backs unto thee.

28 And | will send hornets before thee, which shall drive out the Hivite, the Canaanite, and the Hittite,
from before thee.

29 | will not drive them out from before thee in one year; lest the land become desolate, and the beast
of the field multiply against thee.

30 By little and little | will drive them out from before thee, until thou be increased, and inherit the land.

31 And | will set thy bounds from the Red sea even unto the sea of the Philistines, and from the desert
unto the river: for | will deliver the inhabitants of the land into your hand; and thou shalt drive them out
before thee.

32 Thou shalt make no covenant with them, nor with their gods.

33 They shall not dwell in thy land, lest they make thee sin against me: for if thou serve their gods, it will
surely be a snare unto thee.

Exodus 32:13

Remember Abraham, Isaac, and Israel, thy servants, to whom thou swarest by thine own self, and saidst
unto them, | will multiply your seed as the stars of heaven, and all this land that | have spoken of will |
give unto your seed, and they shall inherit it for ever.
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Exodus 33:1-2,14

And the LORD said unto Moses, Depart, and go up hence, thou and the people which thou hast brought
up out of the land of Egypt, unto the land which | sware unto Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, saying,
Unto thy seed will | give it:

2 And | will send an angel before thee; and | will drive out the Canaanite, the Amorite, and the Hittite,
and the Perizzite, the Hivite, and the Jebusite:

And he said, My presence shall go with thee, and | will give thee rest.
Exodus 34:24

For | will cast out the nations before thee, and enlarge thy borders: neither shall any man desire thy
land, when thou shalt go up to appear before the LORD thy God thrice in the year.

Leviticus 18:5

Ye shall therefore keep my statutes, and my judgments: which if a man do, he shall live in them: | am the
LORD.

Leviticus 20:24

But | have said unto you, Ye shall inherit their land, and | will give it unto you to possess it, a land that
floweth with milk and honey: | am the LORD your God, which have separated you from other people.

Leviticus 26:3-12, 40-42,44-45
If ye walk in my statutes, and keep my commandments, and do them;

4 Then | will give you rain in due season, and the land shall yield her increase, and the trees of the field
shall yield their fruit.

5 And your threshing shall reach unto the vintage, and the vintage shall reach unto the sowing time: and
ye shall eat your bread to the full, and dwell in your land safely.

6 And | will give peace in the land, and ye shall lie down, and none shall make you afraid: and | will rid
evil beasts out of the land, neither shall the sword go through your land.

7 And ye shall chase your enemies, and they shall fall before you by the sword.

8 And five of you shall chase an hundred, and an hundred of you shall put ten thousand to flight: and
your enemies shall fall before you by the sword.

9 For | will have respect unto you, and make you fruitful, and multiply you, and establish my covenant
with you.

10 And ye shall eat old store, and bring forth the old because of the new.
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11 And I will set my tabernacle among you: and my soul shall not abhor you.
12 And I will walk among you, and will be your God, and ye shall be my people.

If they shall confess their iniquity, and the iniquity of their fathers, with their trespass which they
trespassed against me, and that also they have walked contrary unto me;

41 And that | also have walked contrary unto them, and have brought them into the land of their
enemies; if then their uncircumcised hearts be humbled, and they then accept of the punishment of
their iniquity:

42 Then will | remember my covenant with Jacob, and also my covenant with Isaac, and also my
covenant with Abraham will | remember; and | will remember the land.

43 The land also shall be left of them, and shall enjoy her sabbaths, while she lieth desolate without
them: and they shall accept of the punishment of their iniquity: because, even because they despised
my judgments, and because their soul abhorred my statutes.

44 And yet for all that, when they be in the land of their enemies, | will not cast them away, neither will |
abhor them, to destroy them utterly, and to break my covenant with them: for | am the LORD their God.

45 But | will for their sakes remember the covenant of their ancestors, whom | brought forth out of the
land of Egypt in the sight of the heathen, that | might be their God: | am the LORD.

Numbers 14:18,21

The LORD is longsuffering, and of great mercy, forgiving iniquity and transgression, and by no means
clearing the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and
fourth generation.

But as truly as | live, all the earth shall be filled with the glory of the LORD.
Deuteronomy 4:29-31,39-40

But if from thence thou shalt seek the LORD thy God, thou shalt find him, if thou seek him with all thy
heart and with all thy soul.

30 When thou art in tribulation, and all these things are come upon thee, even in the latter days, if thou
turn to the LORD thy God, and shalt be obedient unto his voice;

31 (For the LORD thy God is a merciful God;) he will not forsake thee, neither destroy thee, nor forget
the covenant of thy fathers which he sware unto them.

Know therefore this day, and consider it in thine heart, that the LORD he is God in heaven above, and
upon the earth beneath: there is none else.
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40 Thou shalt keep therefore his statutes, and his commandments, which | command thee this day, that
it may go well with thee, and with thy children after thee, and that thou mayest prolong thy days upon
the earth, which the LORD thy God giveth thee, for ever.

Deuteronomy 5:16,29-33

Honour thy father and thy mother, as the LORD thy God hath commanded thee; that thy days may be
prolonged, and that it may go well with thee, in the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee.

O that there were such an heart in them, that they would fear me, and keep all my commandments
always, that it might be well with them, and with their children for ever!

30 Go say to them, Get you into your tents again.

31 But as for thee, stand thou here by me, and | will speak unto thee all the commandments, and the
statutes, and the judgments, which thou shalt teach them, that they may do them in the land which |
give them to possess it.

32 Ye shall observe to do therefore as the LORD your God hath commanded you: ye shall not turn aside
to the right hand or to the left.

33 Ye shall walk in all the ways which the LORD your God hath commanded you, that ye may live,
and that it may be well with you, and that ye may prolong your days in the land which ye shall possess.

Deuteronomy 6:1-3,17-18,24-25

Now these are the commandments, the statutes, and the judgments, which the LORD your God
commanded to teach you, that ye might do them in the land whither ye go to possess it:

2 That thou mightest fear the LORD thy God, to keep all his statutes and his commandments, which |
command thee, thou, and thy son, and thy son's son, all the days of thy life; and that thy days may be
prolonged.

3 Hear therefore, O Israel, and observe to do it; that it may be well with thee, and that ye may increase
mightily, as the LORD God of thy fathers hath promised thee, in the land that floweth with milk and
honey.

Ye shall diligently keep the commandments of the LORD your God, and his testimonies, and his statutes,
which he hath commanded thee.

18 And thou shalt do that which is right and good in the sight of the LORD: that it may be well with thee,
and that thou mayest go in and possess the good land which the LORD sware unto thy fathers,

And the LORD commanded us to do all these statutes, to fear the LORD our God, for our good always,
that he might preserve us alive, as it is at this day.
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25 And it shall be our righteousness, if we observe to do all these commandments before the LORD our
God, as he hath commanded us.

Deuteronomy 7:9,11-15

Know therefore that the LORD thy God, he is God, the faithful God, which keepeth covenant and mercy
with them that love him and keep his commandments to a thousand generations;

Wherefore it shall come to pass, if ye hearken to these judgments, and keep, and do them, that the
LORD thy God shall keep unto thee the covenant and the mercy which he sware unto thy fathers:

13 And he will love thee, and bless thee, and multiply thee: he will also bless the fruit of thy womb, and
the fruit of thy land, thy corn, and thy wine, and thine oil, the increase of thy kine, and the flocks of thy
sheep, in the land which he sware unto thy fathers to give thee.

14 Thou shalt be blessed above all people: there shall not be male or female barren among you, or
among your cattle.

15 And the LORD will take away from thee all sickness, and will put none of the evil diseases of Egypt,
which thou knowest, upon thee; but will lay them upon all them that hate thee.

Deuteronomy 8:1

All the commandments which | command thee this day shall ye observe to do, that ye may live, and
multiply, and go in and possess the land which the LORD sware unto your fathers.

Deuteronomy 11:13-14,21-25

And it shall come to pass, if ye shall hearken diligently unto my commandments which | command you
this day, to love the LORD your God, and to serve him with all your heart and with all your soul,

14 That | will give you the rain of your land in his due season, the first rain and the latter rain, that thou
mayest gather in thy corn, and thy wine, and thine oil.

That your days may be multiplied, and the days of your children, in the land which the LORD sware unto
your fathers to give them, as the days of heaven upon the earth.

22 For if ye shall diligently keep all these commandments which | command you, to do them, to love the
LORD your God, to walk in all his ways, and to cleave unto him;

23 Then will the LORD drive out all these nations from before you, and ye shall possess greater nations
and mightier than yourselves.

24 Every place whereon the soles of your feet shall tread shall be yours: from the wilderness and
Lebanon, from the river, the river Euphrates, even unto the uttermost sea shall your coast be.
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25 There shall no man be able to stand before you: for the LORD your God shall lay the fear of you and
the dread of you upon all the land that ye shall tread upon, as he hath said unto you.

Deuteronomy 12:28

Observe and hear all these words which | command thee, that it may go well with thee, and with thy
children after thee for ever, when thou doest that which is good and right in the sight of the LORD thy
God.

Deuteronomy 13:17-18

And there shall cleave nought of the cursed thing to thine hand: that the LORD may turn from the
fierceness of his anger, and shew thee mercy, and have compassion upon thee, and multiply thee, as he
hath sworn unto thy fathers;

18 When thou shalt hearken to the voice of the LORD thy God, to keep all his commandments which |
command thee this day, to do that which is right in the eyes of the LORD thy God.

Deuteronomy 15:4-5,10,18

Save when there shall be no poor among you; for the LORD shall greatly bless thee in the land which the
LORD thy God giveth thee for an inheritance to possess it:

5 Only if thou carefully hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe to do all these
commandments which | command thee this day.

Thou shalt surely give him, and thine heart shall not be grieved when thou givest unto him: because that
for this thing the LORD thy God shall bless thee in all thy works, and in all that thou puttest thine hand
unto.

It shall not seem hard unto thee, when thou sendest him away free from thee; for he hath been worth a
double hired servant to thee, in serving thee six years: and the LORD thy God shall bless thee in all that
thou doest.

Deuteronomy 28:1-14

And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to
observe and to do all his commandments which | command thee this day, that the LORD thy God will set
thee on high above all nations of the earth:

2 And all these blessings shall come on thee, and overtake thee, if thou shalt hearken unto the voice of
the LORD thy God.

3 Blessed shalt thou be in the city, and blessed shalt thou be in the field.

4 Blessed shall be the fruit of thy body, and the fruit of thy ground, and the fruit of thy cattle, the
increase of thy kine, and the flocks of thy sheep.
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5 Blessed shall be thy basket and thy store.
6 Blessed shalt thou be when thou comest in, and blessed shalt thou be when thou goest out.

7 The LORD shall cause thine enemies that rise up against thee to be smitten before thy face: they shall
come out against thee one way, and flee before thee seven ways.

8 The LORD shall command the blessing upon thee in thy storehouses, and in all that thou settest thine
hand unto; and he shall bless thee in the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee.

9 The LORD shall establish thee an holy people unto himself, as he hath sworn unto thee, if thou shalt
keep the commandments of the LORD thy God, and walk in his ways.

10 And all people of the earth shall see that thou art called by the name of the LORD; and they shall be
afraid of thee.

11 And the LORD shall make thee plenteous in goods, in the fruit of thy body, and in the fruit of thy
cattle, and in the fruit of thy ground, in the land which the LORD sware unto thy fathers to give thee.

12 The LORD shall open unto thee his good treasure, the heaven to give the rain unto thy land in his
season, and to bless all the work of thine hand: and thou shalt lend unto many nations, and thou shalt
not borrow.

13 And the LORD shall make thee the head, and not the tail; and thou shalt be above only, and thou
shalt not be beneath; if that thou hearken unto the commandments of the LORD thy God, which |
command thee this day, to observe and to do them:

14 And thou shalt not go aside from any of the words which | command thee this day, to the right hand,
or to the left, to go after other gods to serve them.

Deuteronomy 30:1-20

And it shall come to pass, when all these things are come upon thee, the blessing and the curse, which |
have set before thee, and thou shalt call them to mind among all the nations, whither the LORD thy God
hath driven thee,

2 And shalt return unto the LORD thy God, and shalt obey his voice according to all that | command thee
this day, thou and thy children, with all thine heart, and with all thy soul;

3 That then the LORD thy God will turn thy captivity, and have compassion upon thee, and will return
and gather thee from all the nations, whither the LORD thy God hath scattered thee.

4 If any of thine be driven out unto the outmost parts of heaven, from thence will the LORD thy God
gather thee, and from thence will he fetch thee:

5 And the LORD thy God will bring thee into the land which thy fathers possessed, and thou shalt
possess it; and he will do thee good, and multiply thee above thy fathers.
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6 And the LORD thy God will circumcise thine heart, and the heart of thy seed, to love the LORD thy God
with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, that thou mayest live.

7 And the LORD thy God will put all these curses upon thine enemies, and on them that hate thee, which
persecuted thee.

8 And thou shalt return and obey the voice of the LORD, and do all his commandments which |
command thee this day.

9 And the LORD thy God will make thee plenteous in every work of thine hand, in the fruit of thy body,
and in the fruit of thy cattle, and in the fruit of thy land, for good: for the LORD will again rejoice over
thee for good, as he rejoiced over thy fathers:

10 If thou shalt hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to keep his commandments and his
statutes which are written in this book of the law, and if thou turn unto the LORD thy God with all thine
heart, and with all thy soul.

11 For this commandment which | command thee this day, it is not hidden from thee, neither is it far off.

12 It is not in heaven, that thou shouldest say, Who shall go up for us to heaven, and bring it unto us,
that we may hear it, and do it?

13 Neither is it beyond the sea, that thou shouldest say, Who shall go over the sea for us, and bring it
unto us, that we may hear it, and do it?

14 But the word is very nigh unto thee, in thy mouth, and in thy heart, that thou mayest do it.
15 See, | have set before thee this day life and good, and death and evil;

16 In that | command thee this day to love the LORD thy God, to walk in his ways, and to keep his
commandments and his statutes and his judgments, that thou mayest live and multiply: and the LORD
thy God shall bless thee in the land whither thou goest to possess it.

17 But if thine heart turn away, so that thou wilt not hear, but shalt be drawn away, and worship other
gods, and serve them;

18 | denounce unto you this day, that ye shall surely perish, and that ye shall not prolong your days upon
the land, whither thou passest over Jordan to go to possess it.

19 | call heaven and earth to record this day against you, that | have set before you life and death,
blessing and cursing: therefore choose life, that both thou and thy seed may live:

20 That thou mayest love the LORD thy God, and that thou mayest obey his voice, and that thou mayest
cleave unto him: for he is thy life, and the length of thy days: that thou mayest dwell in the land which
the LORD sware unto thy fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, to give them.
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Deuteronomy 31:6,8,23

Be strong and of a good courage, fear not, nor be afraid of them: for the LORD thy God, he it is that doth
go with thee; he will not fail thee, nor forsake thee.

And the LORD, he it is that doth go before thee; he will be with thee, he will not fail thee, neither
forsake thee: fear not, neither be dismayed.

And he gave Joshua the son of Nun a charge, and said, Be strong and of a good courage: for thou shalt
bring the children of Israel into the land which | sware unto them: and | will be with thee.

7 Only be thou strong and very courageous, that thou mayest observe to do according to all the law,
which Moses my servant commanded thee: turn not from it to the right hand or to the left, that thou
mayest prosper whithersoever thou goest.

8 This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night,
that thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way
prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.

9 Have not | commanded thee? Be strong and of a good courage; be not afraid, neither be thou
dismayed: for the LORD thy God is with thee whithersoever thou goest.
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Joshua 10:25

And Joshua said unto them, Fear not, nor be dismayed, be strong and of good courage: for thus shall the
LORD do to all your enemies against whom ye fight.

1 Samuel 2:9-10

He will keep the feet of his saints, and the wicked shall be silent in darkness; for by strength shall no
man prevail.

10 The adversaries of the LORD shall be broken to pieces; out of heaven shall he thunder upon them:

29 For thou art my lamp, O LORD: and the LORD will lighten my darkness.

30 For by thee | have run through a troop: by my God have | leaped over a wall.
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31 As for God, his way is perfect; the word of the LORD is tried: he is a buckler to all them that trust in
him.

32 For who is God, save the LORD? and who is a rock, save our God?
33 God is my strength and power: and he maketh my way perfect.
1Kings 2:4

That the LORD may continue his word which he spake concerning me, saying, If thy children take heed
to their way, to walk before me in truth with all their heart and with all their soul, there shall not fail
thee (said he) a man on the throne of Israel.

45:24 Surely, shall one say, in the LORD have | righteousness and strength: even to him shall
men come; and all that are incensed against him shall be ashamed.

45:25 In the LORD shall all the seed of Israel be justified, and shall glory.
Isaiah 46:4,13

46:4 And even to your old age | am he; and even to hoar hairs will | carry you: | have made,
and | will bear; even | will carry, and will deliver you.

46:13 | bring near my righteousness; it shall not be far off, and my salvation shall not tarry:
and | will place salvation in Zion for Israel my glory.

Isaiah 48:18-19

48:18 O that thou hadst hearkened to my commandments! then had thy peace been as ariver,
and thy righteousness as the waves of the sea:

48:19 Thy seed also had been as the sand, and the offspring of thy bowels like the gravel
thereof; his name should not have been cut off nor destroyed from before me.

Isaiah 49:9-10,15-18,23-26

49:9 That thou mayest say to the prisoners, Go forth; to them that are in darkness, Shew
yourselves. They shall feed in the ways, and their pastures shall be in all high places.

49:10 They shall not hunger nor thirst; neither shall the heat nor sun smite them: for he that
hath mercy on them shall lead them, even by the springs of water shall he guide them.

49:15 Can a woman forget her sucking child, that she should not have compassion on the son
of her womb? yea, they may forget, yet will | not forget thee.

49:23 And kings shall be thy nursing fathers, and their queens thy nursing mothers: they shall
bow down to thee with their face toward the earth, and lick up the dust of thy feet; and thou shalt know
that | am the LORD: for they shall not be ashamed that wait for me.

49:24 Shall the prey be taken from the mighty, or the lawful captive delivered?



49:25 But thus saith the LORD, Even the captives of the mighty shall be taken away, and the
prey of the terrible shall be delivered: for | will contend with him that contendeth with thee, and | will
save thy children.

49:26 And | will feed them that oppress thee with their own flesh; and they shall be drunken
with their own blood, as with sweet wine: and all flesh shall know that | the LORD am thy Saviour and
thy Redeemer, the mighty One of Jacob.

Isaiah 51:6-8,14-16

51:6 Lift up your eyes to the heavens, and look upon the earth beneath: for the heavens shall
vanish away like smoke, and the earth shall wax old like a garment, and they that dwell therein shall die
in like manner: but my salvation shall be for ever, and my righteousness shall not be abolished.

51:7 Hearken unto me, ye that know righteousness, the people in whose heart is my law; fear
ye not the reproach of men, neither be ye afraid of their revilings.

51:8 For the moth shall eat them up like a garment, and the worm shall eat them like wool:
but my righteousness shall be for ever, and my salvation from generation to generation.

51:14 The captive exile hasteneth that he may be loosed, and that he should not die in the pit,
nor that his bread should fail.

51:15 But | am the LORD thy God, that divided the sea, whose waves roared: The LORD of
hosts is his name.

51:16 And | have put my words in thy mouth, and | have covered thee in the shadow of mine
hand, that | may plant the heavens, and lay the foundations of the earth, and say unto Zion, Thou art my
people.

Isaiah 52:1-2

52:1 Awake, awake; put on thy strength, O Zion; put on thy beautiful garments, O Jerusalem,
the holy city: for henceforth there shall no more come into thee the uncircumcised and the unclean.

52:2 Shake thyself from the dust; arise, and sit down, O Jerusalem: loose thyself from the
bands of thy neck, O captive daughter of Zion.

Isaiah 54:7-17
54:7 For a small moment have | forsaken thee; but with great mercies will | gather thee.
54:8 In a little wrath | hid my face from thee for a moment; but with everlasting kindness will

| have mercy on thee, saith the LORD thy Redeemer.

54:9 For this is as the waters of Noah unto me: for as | have sworn that the waters of Noah
should no more go over the earth; so have | sworn that | would not be wroth with thee, nor rebuke thee.



54:10 For the mountains shall depart, and the hills be removed; but my kindness shall not
depart from thee, neither shall the covenant of my peace be removed, saith the LORD that hath mercy
on thee.

54:11 O thou afflicted, tossed with tempest, and not comforted, behold, | will lay thy stones
with fair colours, and lay thy foundations with sapphires.

54:12 And | will make thy windows of agates, and thy gates of carbuncles, and all thy borders
of pleasant stones.

54:13 And all thy children shall be taught of the LORD; and great shall be the peace of thy
children.
54:14 In righteousness shalt thou be established: thou shalt be far from oppression; for thou

shalt not fear: and from terror; for it shall not come near thee.

54:15 Behold, they shall surely gather together, but not by me: whosoever shall gather
together against thee shall fall for thy sake.

54:16 Behold, | have created the smith that bloweth the coals in the fire, and that bringeth
forth an instrument for his work; and | have created the waster to destroy.

54:17 No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper; and every tongue that shall rise
against thee in judgment thou shalt condemn. This is the heritage of the servants of the LORD, and their
righteousness is of me, saith the LORD.

Isaiah 55:11

55:11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void,
but it shall accomplish that which | please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto | sent it.

Isaiah 56:2-8

56:2 Blessed is the man that doeth this, and the son of man that layeth hold on it; that
keepeth the sabbath from polluting it, and keepeth his hand from doing any evil.

56:3 Neither let the son of the stranger, that hath joined himself to the LORD, speak, saying,
The LORD hath utterly separated me from his people: neither let the eunuch say, Behold, | am a dry tree.

56:4 For thus saith the LORD unto the eunuchs that keep my sabbaths, and choose the things
that please me, and take hold of my covenant;

56:5 Even unto them will | give in mine house and within my walls a place and a name better
than of sons and of daughters: | will give them an everlasting name, that shall not be cut off.



56:6 Also the sons of the stranger, that join themselves to the LORD, to serve him, and to
love the name of the LORD, to be his servants, every one that keepeth the sabbath from polluting it, and
taketh hold of my covenant;

56:7 Even them will | bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my house of
prayer: their burnt offerings and their sacrifices shall be accepted upon mine altar; for mine house shall
be called an house of prayer for all people.

56:8 The Lord GOD, which gathereth the outcasts of Israel saith, Yet will | gather others to
him, beside those that are gathered unto him.

Isaiah 57:13

57:13 When thou criest, let thy companies deliver thee; but the wind shall carry them all
away; vanity shall take them: but he that putteth his trust in me shall possess the land, and shall inherit
my holy mountain;

Isaiah 58:8-14

58:8 Then shall thy light break forth as the morning, and thine health shall spring forth
speedily: and thy righteousness shall go before thee; the glory of the LORD shall be thy rereward.

58:9 Then shalt thou call, and the LORD shall answer; thou shalt cry, and he shall say, Here |
am. If thou take away from the midst of thee the yoke, the putting forth of the finger, and speaking
vanity;

58:10 And if thou draw out thy soul to the hungry, and satisfy the afflicted soul; then shall thy

light rise in obscurity, and thy darkness be as the noon day:

58:11 And the LORD shall guide thee continually, and satisfy thy soul in drought, and make fat
thy bones: and thou shalt be like a watered garden, and like a spring of water, whose waters fail not.

58:12 And they that shall be of thee shall build the old waste places: thou shalt raise up the
foundations of many generations; and thou shalt be called, The repairer of the breach, The restorer of
paths to dwell in.

58:13 If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, from doing thy pleasure on my holy day;
and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine
own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking thine own words:

58:14 Then shalt thou delight thyself in the LORD; and | will cause thee to ride upon the high
places of the earth, and feed thee with the heritage of Jacob thy father: for the mouth of the LORD hath
spoken it.



Isaiah 59:19

59:19 So shall they fear the name of the LORD from the west, and his glory from the rising of
the sun. When the enemy shall come in like a flood, the Spirit of the LORD shall lift up a standard against
him.

Isaiah 60:15

60:15 Whereas thou hast been forsaken and hated, so that no man went through thee, | will

make thee an eternal excellency, a joy of many generations.
Isaiah 66:5,12

66:5 Hear the word of the LORD, ye that tremble at his word; Your brethren that hated you,
that cast you out for my name's sake, said, Let the LORD be glorified: but he shall appear to your joy,
and they shall be ashamed.

66:12 For thus saith the LORD, Behold, | will extend peace to her like a river, and the glory of
the Gentiles like a flowing stream: then shall ye suck, ye shall be borne upon her sides, and be dandled
upon her knees.

Jeremiah 7:5-7,23

7:5 For if ye throughly amend your ways and your doings; if ye throughly execute judgment
between a man and his neighbour;

7:6 If ye oppress not the stranger, the fatherless, and the widow, and shed not innocent
blood in this place, neither walk after other gods to your hurt:

7:7 Then will | cause you to dwell in this place, in the land that | gave to your fathers, for
ever and ever.

7:23 But this thing commanded | them, saying, Obey my voice, and | will be your God, and ye
shall be my people: and walk ye in all the ways that | have commanded you, that it may be well unto
you.

Jeremiah 15:20-21

15:20 And | will make thee unto this people a fenced brasen wall: and they shall fight against
thee, but they shall not prevail against thee: for | am with thee to save thee and to deliver thee, saith
the LORD.

15:21 And | will deliver thee out of the hand of the wicked, and | will redeem thee out of the
hand of the terrible.



Jeremiah 17:7-8,17,24-27
17:7 Blessed is the man that trusteth in the LORD, and whose hope the LORD is.

17:8 For he shall be as a tree planted by the waters, and that spreadeth out her roots by the
river, and shall not see when heat cometh, but her leaf shall be green; and shall not be careful in the
year of drought, neither shall cease from yielding fruit.

17:17 Be not a terror unto me: thou art my hope in the day of evil.

17:24 And it shall come to pass, if ye diligently hearken unto me, saith the LORD, to bring in no
burden through the gates of this city on the sabbath day, but hallow the sabbath day, to do no work
therein;

17:25 Then shall there enter into the gates of this city kings and princes sitting upon the
throne of David, riding in chariots and on horses, they, and their princes, the men of Judah, and the
inhabitants of Jerusalem: and this city shall remain for ever.

17:26 And they shall come from the cities of Judah, and from the places about Jerusalem, and
from the land of Benjamin, and from the plain, and from the mountains, and from the south, bringing
burnt offerings, and sacrifices, and meat offerings, and incense, and bringing sacrifices of praise, unto
the house of the LORD.

17:27 But if ye will not hearken unto me to hallow the sabbath day, and not to bear a burden,
even entering in at the gates of Jerusalem on the sabbath day; then will | kindle a fire in the gates
thereof, and it shall devour the palaces of Jerusalem, and it shall not be quenched.

Jeremiah 20:11

20:11 But the LORD is with me as a mighty terrible one: therefore my persecutors shall
stumble, and they shall not prevail: they shall be greatly ashamed; for they shall not prosper: their
everlasting confusion shall never be forgotten.

Jeremiah 23:3

23:3 And | will gather the remnant of my flock out of all countries whither | have driven
them, and will bring them again to their folds; and they shall be fruitful and increase.

Jeremiah 24:6-7

24:6 For | will set mine eyes upon them for good, and | will bring them again to this land: and
| will build them, and not pull them down; and | will plant them, and not pluck them up.

24:7 And | will give them an heart to know me, that | am the LORD: and they shall be my
people, and | will be their God: for they shall return unto me with their whole heart.



Jeremiah 29:10-14

29:10 For thus saith the LORD, That after seventy years be accomplished at Babylon | will visit
you, and perform my good word toward you, in causing you to return to this place.

29:11 For | know the thoughts that | think toward you, saith the LORD, thoughts of peace, and
not of evil, to give you an expected end.

29:12 Then shall ye call upon me, and ye shall go and pray unto me, and | will hearken unto
you.

29:13 And ye shall seek me, and find me, when ye shall search for me with all your heart.
29:14 And | will be found of you, saith the LORD: and | will turn away your captivity, and | will

gather you from all the nations, and from all the places whither | have driven you, saith the LORD; and |
will bring you again into the place whence | caused you to be carried away captive.

Jeremiah 30:10-11,16-22

30:10 Therefore fear thou not, O my servant Jacob, saith the LORD; neither be dismayed, O
Israel: for, lo, | will save thee from afar, and thy seed from the land of their captivity; and Jacob shall
return, and shall be in rest, and be quiet, and none shall make him afraid.

30:11 For | am with thee, saith the LORD, to save thee: though | make a full end of all nations
whither | have scattered thee, yet will | not make a full end of thee: but | will correct thee in measure,
and will not leave thee altogether unpunished.

30:16 Therefore all they that devour thee shall be devoured; and all thine adversaries, every
one of them, shall go into captivity; and they that spoil thee shall be a spoil, and all that prey upon thee
will | give for a prey.

30:17 For | will restore health unto thee, and | will heal thee of thy wounds, saith the LORD;
because they called thee an Outcast, saying, This is Zion, whom no man seeketh after.

30:18 Thus saith the LORD; Behold, | will bring again the captivity of Jacob's tents, and have
mercy on his dwellingplaces; and the city shall be builded upon her own heap, and the palace shall
remain after the manner thereof.

30:19 And out of them shall proceed thanksgiving and the voice of them that make merry: and
| will multiply them, and they shall not be few; | will also glorify them, and they shall not be small.

30:20 Their children also shall be as aforetime, and their congregation shall be established
before me, and | will punish all that oppress them.

30:21 And their nobles shall be of themselves, and their governor shall proceed from the midst
of them; and | will cause him to draw near, and he shall approach unto me: for who is this that engaged
his heart to approach unto me? saith the LORD.



30:22 And ye shall be my people, and | will be your God.
Jeremiah 31:8-18,22-34

31:8 Behold, I will bring them from the north country, and gather them from the coasts of
the earth, and with them the blind and the lame, the woman with child and her that travaileth with child
together: a great company shall return thither.

31:9 They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will | lead them: | will cause them
to walk by the rivers of waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for | am a father to
Israel, and Ephraim is my firstborn.

31:10 Hear the word of the LORD, O ye nations, and declare it in the isles afar off, and say, He
that scattered Israel will gather him, and keep him, as a shepherd doth his flock.

31:11 For the LORD hath redeemed Jacob, and ransomed him from the hand of him that was
stronger than he.

31:12 Therefore they shall come and sing in the height of Zion, and shall flow together to the
goodness of the LORD, for wheat, and for wine, and for oil, and for the young of the flock and of the
herd: and their soul shall be as a watered garden; and they shall not sorrow any more at all.

31:13 Then shall the virgin rejoice in the dance, both young men and old together: for | will
turn their mourning into joy, and will comfort them, and make them rejoice from their sorrow.

31:14 And | will satiate the soul of the priests with fatness, and my people shall be satisfied
with my goodness, saith the LORD.

31:15 Thus saith the LORD; A voice was heard in Ramah, lamentation, and bitter weeping;
Rahel weeping for her children refused to be comforted for her children, because they were not.

31:16 Thus saith the LORD; Refrain thy voice from weeping, and thine eyes from tears: for thy
work shall be rewarded, saith the LORD; and they shall come again from the land of the enemy.

31:17 And there is hope in thine end, saith the LORD, that thy children shall come again to
their own border.

31:18 | have surely heard Ephraim bemoaning himself thus; Thou hast chastised me, and | was
chastised, as a bullock unaccustomed to the yoke: turn thou me, and | shall be turned; for thou art the
LORD my God.

31:22 How long wilt thou go about, O thou backsliding daughter? for the LORD hath created a
new thing in the earth, A woman shall compass a man.

31:23 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel; As yet they shall use this speech in the
land of Judah and in the cities thereof, when | shall bring again their captivity; The LORD bless thee, O
habitation of justice, and mountain of holiness.



31:24 And there shall dwell in Judah itself, and in all the cities thereof together, husbandmen,
and they that go forth with flocks.

31:25 For | have satiated the weary soul, and | have replenished every sorrowful soul.
31:26 Upon this | awaked, and beheld; and my sleep was sweet unto me.
31:27 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that | will sow the house of Israel and the house

of Judah with the seed of man, and with the seed of beast.

31:28 And it shall come to pass, that like as | have watched over them, to pluck up, and to
break down, and to throw down, and to destroy, and to afflict; so will | watch over them, to build, and to
plant, saith the LORD.

31:29 In those days they shall say no more, The fathers have eaten a sour grape, and the
children's teeth are set on edge.

31:30 But every one shall die for his own iniquity: every man that eateth the sour grape, his
teeth shall be set on edge.

31:31 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that | will make a new covenant with the house
of Israel, and with the house of Judah:

31:32 Not according to the covenant that | made with their fathers in the day that | took them
by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although | was an
husband unto them, saith the LORD:

31:33 But this shall be the covenant that | will make with the house of Israel; After those days,
saith the LORD, | will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God,
and they shall be my people.

31:34 And they shall teach no more every man his neighbour, and every man his brother,
saying, Know the LORD: for they shall all know me, from the least of them unto the greatest of them,
saith the LORD: for | will forgive their iniquity, and | will remember their sin no more.

Jeremiah 32:37-42

32:37 Behold, | will gather them out of all countries, whither | have driven them in mine anger,
and in my fury, and in great wrath; and | will bring them again unto this place, and | will cause them to
dwell safely:

32:38 And they shall be my people, and | will be their God:

32:39 And | will give them one heart, and one way, that they may fear me for ever, for the

good of them, and of their children after them:



32:40 And | will make an everlasting covenant with them, that | will not turn away from them,
to do them good; but | will put my fear in their hearts, that they shall not depart from me.

32:41 Yea, | will rejoice over them to do them good, and | will plant them in this land assuredly
with my whole heart and with my whole soul.

32:42 For thus saith the LORD; Like as | have brought all this great evil upon this people, so will
| bring upon them all the good that | have promised them.

Jeremiah 33:3,6-18,22

33:3 Call unto me, and | will answer thee, and shew thee great and mighty things, which thou
knowest not.

33:6 Behold, | will bring it health and cure, and | will cure them, and will reveal unto them the
abundance of peace and truth.

33:.7 And | will cause the captivity of Judah and the captivity of Israel to return, and will build
them, as at the first.

33:8 And | will cleanse them from all their iniquity, whereby they have sinned against me;
and | will pardon all their iniquities, whereby they have sinned, and whereby they have transgressed
against me.

33:9 And it shall be to me a name of joy, a praise and an honour before all the nations of the
earth, which shall hear all the good that | do unto them: and they shall fear and tremble for all the
goodness and for all the prosperity that | procure unto it.

33:10 Thus saith the LORD; Again there shall be heard in this place, which ye say shall be
desolate without man and without beast, even in the cities of Judah, and in the streets of Jerusalem,
that are desolate, without man, and without inhabitant, and without beast,

33:11 The voice of joy, and the voice of gladness, the voice of the bridegroom, and the voice of
the bride, the voice of them that shall say, Praise the LORD of hosts: for the LORD is good; for his mercy
endureth for ever: and of them that shall bring the sacrifice of praise into the house of the LORD. For |
will cause to return the captivity of the land, as at the first, saith the LORD.

33:12 Thus saith the LORD of hosts; Again in this place, which is desolate without man and
without beast, and in all the cities thereof, shall be an habitation of shepherds causing their flocks to lie
down.

33:13 In the cities of the mountains, in the cities of the vale, and in the cities of the south, and

in the land of Benjamin, and in the places about Jerusalem, and in the cities of Judah, shall the flocks
pass again under the hands of him that telleth them, saith the LORD.



33:14 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that | will perform that good thing which | have
promised unto the house of Israel and to the house of Judah.

33:15 In those days, and at that time, will | cause the Branch of righteousness to grow up unto
David; and he shall execute judgment and righteousness in the land.

33:16 In those days shall Judah be saved, and Jerusalem shall dwell safely: and this is the name
wherewith she shall be called, The LORD our righteousness.

33:17 For thus saith the LORD; David shall never want a man to sit upon the throne of the
house of Israel;

33:18 Neither shall the priests the Levites want a man before me to offer burnt offerings, and
to kindle meat offerings, and to do sacrifice continually.

33:22 As the host of heaven cannot be numbered, neither the sand of the sea measured: so
will I multiply the seed of David my servant, and the Levites that minister unto me.

Jeremiah 39:17-18

39:17 But | will deliver thee in that day, saith the LORD: and thou shalt not be given into the
hand of the men of whom thou art afraid.

39:18 For | will surely deliver thee, and thou shalt not fall by the sword, but thy life shall be for
a prey unto thee: because thou hast put thy trust in me, saith the LORD.

Jeremiah 42:11-12

42:11 Be not afraid of the king of Babylon, of whom ye are afraid; be not afraid of him, saith
the LORD: for I am with you to save you, and to deliver you from his hand.

42:12 And | will shew mercies unto you, that he may have mercy upon you, and cause you to
return to your own land.

Jeremiah 46:27-28

46:27 But fear not thou, O my servant Jacob, and be not dismayed, O Israel: for, behold, | will
save thee from afar off, and thy seed from the land of their captivity; and Jacob shall return, and be in
rest and at ease, and none shall make him afraid.

46:28 Fear thou not, O Jacob my servant, saith the LORD: for | am with thee; for | will make a
full end of all the nations whither | have driven thee: but | will not make a full end of thee, but correct
thee in measure; yet will | not leave thee wholly unpunished.



Jeremiah 50:19-20

50:19 And | will bring Israel again to his habitation, and he shall feed on Carmel and Bashan,
and his soul shall be satisfied upon mount Ephraim and Gilead.

50:20 In those days, and in that time, saith the LORD, the iniquity of Israel shall be sought for,
and there shall be none; and the sins of Judah, and they shall not be found: for | will pardon them whom
| reserve.

Lamentations 3:22-33

3:22 It is of the LORD's mercies that we are not consumed, because his compassions fail not.
3:23 They are new every morning: great is thy faithfulness.

3:24 The LORD is my portion, saith my soul; therefore will | hope in him.

3:25 The LORD is good unto them that wait for him, to the soul that seeketh him.

3:26 It is good that a man should both hope and quietly wait for the salvation of the LORD.
3:27 It is good for a man that he bear the yoke in his youth.

3:28 He sitteth alone and keepeth silence, because he hath borne it upon him.

3:29 He putteth his mouth in the dust; if so be there may be hope.

3:30 He giveth his cheek to him that smiteth him: he is filled full with reproach.

3:31 For the LORD will not cast off for ever:

3:32 But though he cause grief, yet will he have compassion according to the multitude of his
mercies.

3:33 For he doth not afflict willingly nor grieve the children of men.

Ezekiel 11:19-20

11:19 And | will give them one heart, and | will put a new spirit within you; and | will take the
stony heart out of their flesh, and will give them an heart of flesh:

11:20 That they may walk in my statutes, and keep mine ordinances, and do them: and they
shall be my people, and | will be their God.

Ezekiel 14:22-23

14:22 Yet, behold, therein shall be left a remnant that shall be brought forth, both sons and
daughters: behold, they shall come forth unto you, and ye shall see their way and their doings: and ye



shall be comforted concerning the evil that | have brought upon Jerusalem, even concerning all that |
have brought upon it.

14:23 And they shall comfort you, when ye see their ways and their doings: and ye shall know
that | have not done without cause all that | have done in it, saith the Lord GOD.

Ezekiel 16:60 Nevertheless | will remember my covenant with thee in the days of thy youth, and | will
establish unto thee an everlasting covenant.

Ezekiel 17:22-24

17:22 Thus saith the Lord GOD; | will also take of the highest branch of the high cedar, and will set it; |
will crop off from the top of his young twigs a tender one, and will plant it upon an high mountain and
eminent:

17:23 In the mountain of the height of Israel will | plant it: and it shall bring forth boughs, and bear fruit,
and be a goodly cedar: and under it shall dwell all fowl of every wing; in the shadow of the branches
thereof shall they dwell.

17:24 And all the trees of the field shall know that | the LORD have brought down the high tree, have
exalted the low tree, have dried up the green tree, and have made the dry tree to flourish: | the LORD
have spoken and have done it.

Ezekiel 18:4-9, 21-22

18:4 Behold, all souls are mine; as the soul of the father, so also the soul of the son is mine: the soul that
sinneth, it shall die.

18:5 But if a man be just, and do that which is lawful and right,

18:6 And hath not eaten upon the mountains, neither hath lifted up his eyes to the idols of the house of
Israel, neither hath defiled his neighbour's wife, neither hath come near to a menstruous woman,



18:7 And hath not oppressed any, but hath restored to the debtor his pledge, hath spoiled none by
violence, hath given his bread to the hungry, and hath covered the naked with a garment;

18:8 He that hath not given forth upon usury, neither hath taken any increase, that hath withdrawn his
hand from iniquity, hath executed true judgment between man and man,

18:9 Hath walked in my statutes, and hath kept my judgments, to deal truly; he is just, he shall surely
live, saith the Lord GOD.

18:21 But if the wicked will turn from all his sins that he hath committed, and keep all my statutes, and
do that which is lawful and right, he shall surely live, he shall not die.

18:22 All his transgressions that he hath committed, they shall not be mentioned unto him: in his
righteousness that he hath done he shall live.

Ezekiel 20:11-13, 20

20:11 And | gave them my statutes, and shewed them my judgments, which if a man do, he shall even
live in them.

20:12 Moreover also | gave them my sabbaths, to be a sigh between me and them, that they might
know that | am the LORD that sanctify them.

20:13 But the house of Israel rebelled against me in the wilderness: they walked not in my statutes, and
they despised my judgments, which if a man do, he shall even live in them; and my sabbaths they greatly
polluted: then | said, | would pour out my fury upon them in the wilderness, to consume them.



20:20 And hallow my sabbaths; and they shall be a sign between me and you, that ye may know that |
am the LORD your God.

Ezekiel 34:26 And | will make them and the places round about my hill a blessing; and | will cause the
shower to come down in his season; there shall be showers of blessing.

Ezekiel 36:8-11, 23-30, 37-38

36:8 But ye, O mountains of Israel, ye shall shoot forth your branches, and yield your fruit to my people
of Israel; for they are at hand to come.

36:9 For, behold, | am for you, and | will turn unto you, and ye shall be tilled and sown:

36:10 And | will multiply men upon you, all the house of Israel, even all of it: and the cities shall be
inhabited, and the wastes shall be builded:

36:11 And | will multiply upon you man and beast; and they shall increase and bring fruit: and | will
settle you after your old estates, and will do better unto you than at your beginnings: and ye shall know
that I am the LORD.

36:23 And | will sanctify my great name, which was profaned among the heathen, which ye have
profaned in the midst of them; and the heathen shall know that | am the LORD, saith the Lord GOD,
when | shall be sanctified in you before their eyes.

36:24 For | will take you from among the heathen, and gather you out of all countries, and will bring you
into your own land.

36:25 Then will | sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye shall be clean: from all your filthiness, and from
all your idols, will | cleanse you.



36:26 A new heart also will | give you, and a new spirit will | put within you: and | will take away the
stony heart out of your flesh, and | will give you an heart of flesh.

36:27 And | will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my
judgments, and do them.

36:28 And ye shall dwell in the land that | gave to your fathers; and ye shall be my people, and | will be
your God.

36:29 | will also save you from all your uncleannesses: and | will call for the corn, and will increase it, and
lay no famine upon you.

36:30 And | will multiply the fruit of the tree, and the increase of the field, that ye shall receive no more
reproach of famine among the heathen.

36:37 Thus saith the Lord GOD; | will yet for this be enquired of by the house of Israel, to do it for them; |
will increase them with men like a flock.

36:38 As the holy flock, as the flock of Jerusalem in her solemn feasts; so shall the waste cities be filled
with flocks of men: and they shall know that | am the LORD.

Ezekiel 37:12-14, 21-27

37:12 Therefore prophesy and say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, O my people, | will open
your graves, and cause you to come up out of your graves, and bring you into the land of Israel.

37:13 And ye shall know that | am the LORD, when | have opened your graves, O my people, and
brought you up out of your graves,



37:14 And shall put my spirit in you, and ye shall live, and | shall place you in your own land: then shall
ye know that | the LORD have spoken it, and performed it, saith the LORD.

37:21 And say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, | will take the children of Israel from among
the heathen, whither they be gone, and will gather them on every side, and bring them into their own
land:

37:22 And | will make them one nation in the land upon the mountains of Israel; and one king shall be
king to them all: and they shall be no more two nations, neither shall they be divided into two kingdoms
any more at all:

37:23 Neither shall they defile themselves any more with their idols, nor with their detestable things,
nor with any of their transgressions: but | will save them out of all their dwellingplaces, wherein they
have sinned, and will cleanse them: so shall they be my people, and | will be their God.

37:24 And David my servant shall be king over them; and they all shall have one shepherd: they shall
also walk in my judgments, and observe my statutes, and do them.

37:25 And they shall dwell in the land that | have given unto Jacob my servant, wherein your fathers
have dwelt; and they shall dwell therein, even they, and their children, and their children's children for
ever: and my servant David shall be their prince for ever.

37:26 Moreover | will make a covenant of peace with them; it shall be an everlasting covenant with
them: and | will place them, and multiply them, and will set my sanctuary in the midst of them for
evermore.

37:27 My tabernacle also shall be with them: yea, | will be their God, and they shall be my people.

Daniel 12:12 Blessed is he that waiteth, and cometh to the thousand three hundred and five and thirty
days.



Hosea 1:10-11

1:10 Yet the number of the children of Israel shall be as the sand of the sea, which cannot be measured
nor numbered; and it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my
people, there it shall be said unto them, Ye are the sons of the living God.

1:11 Then shall the children of Judah and the children of Israel be gathered together, and appoint
themselves one head, and they shall come up out of the land: for great shall be the day of Jezreel.

Hosea 2:23 And | will sow her unto me in the earth; and | will have mercy upon her that had not
obtained mercy; and | will say to them which were not my people, Thou art my people; and they shall
say, Thou art my God.

Hosea 6: 1-3

6:1 Come, and let us return unto the LORD: for he hath torn, and he will heal us; he hath smitten, and he
will bind us up.

6:2 After two days will he revive us: in the third day he will raise us up, and we shall live in his sight.

6:3 Then shall we know, if we follow on to know the LORD: his going forth is prepared as the morning;
and he shall come unto us as the rain, as the latter and former rain unto the earth.

Hosea 14:4-7

14:4 | will heal their backsliding, | will love them freely: for mine anger is turned away from him.



14:5 1 will be as the dew unto Israel: he shall grow as the lily, and cast forth his roots as Lebanon.

14:6 His branches shall spread, and his beauty shall be as the olive tree, and his smell as Lebanon.

14:7 They that dwell under his shadow shall return; they shall revive as the corn, and grow as the vine:
the scent thereof shall be as the wine of Lebanon.

Joel 2:19-32

2:19 Yea, the LORD will answer and say unto his people, Behold, | will send you corn, and wine, and oil,
and ye shall be satisfied therewith: and | will no more make you a reproach among the heathen:

2:20 But | will remove far off from you the northern army, and will drive him into a land barren and
desolate, with his face toward the east sea, and his hinder part toward the utmost sea, and his stink
shall come up, and his ill savour shall come up, because he hath done great things.

2:21 Fear not, O land; be glad and rejoice: for the LORD will do great things.

2:22 Be not afraid, ye beasts of the field: for the pastures of the wilderness do spring, for the tree
beareth her fruit, the fig tree and the vine do yield their strength.

2:23 Be glad then, ye children of Zion, and rejoice in the LORD your God: for he hath given you the
former rain moderately, and he will cause to come down for you the rain, the former rain, and the latter
rain in the first month.

2:24 And the floors shall be full of wheat, and the fats shall overflow with wine and oil.

2:25 And | will restore to you the years that the locust hath eaten, the cankerworm, and the caterpiller,
and the palmerworm, my great army which | sent among you.



2:26 And ye shall eat in plenty, and be satisfied, and praise the name of the LORD your God, that hath
dealt wondrously with you: and my people shall never be ashamed.

2:27 And ye shall know that | am in the midst of Israel, and that | am the LORD your God, and none else:
and my people shall never be ashamed.

2:28 And it shall come to pass afterward, that | will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and
your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions:
2:29And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those days will | pour out my spirit.

2:30 And | will shew wonders in the heavens and in the earth, blood, and fire, and pillars of smoke.

2:31 The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the great and the terrible
day of the LORD come.

2:32 And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the LORD shall be delivered: for
in mount Zion and in Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as the LORD hath said, and in the remnant whom
the LORD shall call.

Joel 3:16 The LORD also shall roar out of Zion, and utter his voice from Jerusalem; and the heavens and
the earth shall shake: but the LORD will be the hope of his people, and the strength of the children of
Israel.

Amos 9:15 And | will plant them upon their land, and they shall no more be pulled up out of their land
which | have given them, saith the LORD thy God.

Micah 4:8 ,10



4:8 And thou, O tower of the flock, the strong hold of the daughter of Zion, unto thee shall it come,
even the first dominion; the kingdom shall come to the daughter of Jerusalem.

4:10 Be in pain, and labour to bring forth, O daughter of Zion, like a woman in travail: for now shalt thou
go forth out of the city, and thou shalt dwell in the field, and thou shalt go even to Babylon; there shalt
thou be delivered; there the LORD shall redeem thee from the hand of thine enemies.

Micah 7:7-10, 18-20

7:7 Therefore | will look unto the LORD; | will wait for the God of my salvation: my God will hear me.

7:8 Rejoice not against me, O mine enemy: when | fall, | shall arise; when I sit in darkness, the LORD shall
be a light unto me.

7:9 | will bear the indignation of the LORD, because | have sinned against him, until he plead my cause,
and execute judgment for me: he will bring me forth to the light, and | shall behold his righteousness.

7:10 Then she that is mine enemy shall see it, and shame shall cover her which said unto me, Where is
the LORD thy God? mine eyes shall behold her: now shall she be trodden down as the mire of the
streets.

7:18 Who is a God like unto thee, that pardoneth iniquity, and passeth by the transgression of the
remnant of his heritage? he retaineth not his anger for ever, because he delighteth in mercy.

7:19 He will turn again, he will have compassion upon us; he will subdue our iniquities; and thou wilt
cast all their sins into the depths of the sea.

7:20 Thou wilt perform the truth to Jacob, and the mercy to Abraham, which thou hast sworn unto our
fathers from the days of old.



Nahum 1:7 The LORD is good, a strong hold in the day of trouble; and he knoweth them that trust in
him.

Habbakuk 1:12 Art thou not from everlasting, O LORD my God, mine Holy One? we shall not die. O
LORD, thou hast ordained them for judgment; and, O mighty God, thou hast established them for
correction.

Habbakuk 2:3-4, 14

2:3 For the vision is yet for an appointed time, but at the end it shall speak, and not lie: though it tarry,
wait for it; because it will surely come, it will not tarry.

2:4 Behold, his soul which is lifted up is not upright in him: but the just shall live by his faith.

2:14 For the earth shall be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the LORD, as the waters cover the
sea.

Habbakuk 3:17-19

3:17 Although the fig tree shall not blossom, neither shall fruit be in the vines; the labour of the olive
shall fail, and the fields shall yield no meat; the flock shall be cut off from the fold, and there shall be no
herd in the stalls:

3:18 Yet | will rejoice in the LORD, | will joy in the God of my salvation.

3:19The LORD God is my strength, and he will make my feet like hinds' feet, and he will make me to walk
upon mine high places. To the chief singer on my stringed instruments.



Zephaniah 2:3 Seek ye the LORD, all ye meek of the earth, which have wrought his judgment; seek
righteousness, seek meekness: it may be ye shall be hid in the day of the LORD'S anger.

Zephaniah 3:9-20

3:9 For then will | turn to the people a pure language, that they may all call upon the name of the LORD,
to serve him with one consent.

3:10 From beyond the rivers of Ethiopia my suppliants, even the daughter of my dispersed, shall bring
mine offering.

3:11 In that day shalt thou not be ashamed for all thy doings, wherein thou hast transgressed against
me: for then | will take away out of the midst of thee them that rejoice in thy pride, and thou shalt no
more be haughty because of my holy mountain.

3:12 1 will also leave in the midst of thee an afflicted and poor people, and they shall trust in the name of
the LORD.

3:13 The remnant of Israel shall not do iniquity, nor speak lies; neither shall a deceitful tongue be found
in their mouth: for they shall feed and lie down, and none shall make them afraid.

3:14 Sing, O daughter of Zion; shout, O Israel; be glad and rejoice with all the heart, O daughter of
Jerusalem.

3:15 The LORD hath taken away thy judgments, he hath cast out thine enemy: the king of Israel, even
the LORD, is in the midst of thee: thou shalt not see evil any more.

3:16 In that day it shall be said to Jerusalem, Fear thou not: and to Zion, Let not thine hands be slack.



3:17 The LORD thy God in the midst of thee is mighty; he will save, he will rejoice over thee with joy; he
will rest in his love, he will joy over thee with singing.

3:18 | will gather them that are sorrowful for the solemn assembly, who are of thee, to whom the
reproach of it was a burden.

3:19 Behold, at that time | will undo all that afflict thee: and | will save her that halteth, and gather her
that was driven out; and | will get them praise and fame in every land where they have been put to
shame.

3:20 At that time will | bring you again, even in the time that | gather you: for | will make you a name and
a praise among all people of the earth, when | turn back your captivity before your eyes, saith the LORD.

Haggai 2:7-9

2:7 And | will shake all nations, and the desire of all nations shall come: and | will fill this house with
glory, saith the LORD of hosts.

2:8 The silver is mine, and the gold is mine, saith the LORD of hosts.

2:9 The glory of this latter house shall be greater than of the former, saith the LORD of hosts: and in this
place will | give peace, saith the LORD of hosts.

Zechariah 1:3,17

1:3 Therefore say thou unto them, Thus saith the LORD of hosts; Turn ye unto me, saith the LORD of
hosts, and | will turn unto you, saith the LORD of hosts.



1:17 Cry yet, saying, Thus saith the LORD of hosts; My cities through prosperity shall yet be spread
abroad; and the LORD shall yet comfort Zion, and shall yet choose Jerusalem.

Zechariah 2:4-12

2:4 And said unto him, Run, speak to this young man, saying, Jerusalem shall be inhabited as towns
without walls for the multitude of men and cattle therein:

2:5 For |, saith the LORD, will be unto her a wall of fire round about, and will be the glory in the midst of
her.

2:6Ho, ho, come forth, and flee from the land of the north, saith the LORD: for | have spread you abroad
as the four winds of the heaven, saith the LORD.

2:7 Deliver thyself, O Zion, that dwellest with the daughter of Babylon.

2:8 For thus saith the LORD of hosts; After the glory hath he sent me unto the nations which spoiled you:
for he that toucheth you toucheth the apple of his eye.

2:9 For, behold, | will shake mine hand upon them, and they shall be a spoil to their servants: and ye
shall know that the LORD of hosts hath sent me.

2:10 Sing and rejoice, O daughter of Zion: for, lo, | come, and | will dwell in the midst of thee, saith the
LORD.

2:11 And many nations shall be joined to the LORD in that day, and shall be my people: and | will dwell in
the midst of thee, and thou shalt know that the LORD of hosts hath sent me unto thee.

2:12 And the LORD shall inherit Judah his portion in the holy land, and shall choose Jerusalem again.



Zechariah 3:7 Thus saith the LORD of hosts; If thou wilt walk in my ways, and if thou wilt keep my
charge, then thou shalt also judge my house, and shalt also keep my courts, and | will give thee places to
walk among these that stand by.

Zechariah 6:12-15

6:12 And speak unto him, saying, Thus speaketh the LORD of hosts, saying, Behold the man whose name
is The BRANCH; and he shall grow up out of his place, and he shall build the temple of the LORD:

6:13 Even he shall build the temple of the LORD; and he shall bear the glory, and shall sit and rule upon
his throne; and he shall be a priest upon his throne: and the counsel of peace shall be between them
both.

6:14 And the crowns shall be to Helem, and to Tobijah, and to Jedaiah, and to Hen the son of Zephaniah,
for a memorial in the temple of the LORD.

6:15 And they that are far off shall come and build in the temple of the LORD, and ye shall know that the
LORD of hosts hath sent me unto you. And this shall come to pass, if ye will diligently obey the voice of
the LORD your God.

Zechariah 8:3-8, 11-15, 20-23

8:3 Thus saith the LORD; | am returned unto Zion, and will dwell in the midst of Jerusalem: and
Jerusalem shall be called a city of truth; and the mountain of the LORD of hosts the holy mountain.

8:4 Thus saith the LORD of hosts; There shall yet old men and old women dwell in the streets of
Jerusalem, and every man with his staff in his hand for very age.



8:5 And the streets of the city shall be full of boys and girls playing in the streets thereof.

8:6 Thus saith the LORD of hosts; If it be marvellous in the eyes of the remnant of this people in these
days, should it also be marvellous in mine eyes? saith the LORD of hosts.

8:7 Thus saith the LORD of hosts; Behold, | will save my people from the east country, and from the west
country;

8:8 And | will bring them, and they shall dwell in the midst of Jerusalem: and they shall be my people,
and | will be their God, in truth and in righteousness.

8:11But now I will not be unto the residue of this people as in the former days, saith the LORD of hosts.

8:12 For the seed shall be prosperous; the vine shall give her fruit, and the ground shall give her
increase, and the heavens shall give their dew; and | will cause the remnant of this people to possess all
these things.

8:13 And it shall come to pass, that as ye were a curse among the heathen, O house of Judah, and house
of Israel; so will | save you, and ye shall be a blessing: fear not, but let your hands be strong.

8:14 For thus saith the LORD of hosts; As | thought to punish you, when your fathers provoked me to
wrath, saith the LORD of hosts, and | repented not:

8:15 So again have | thought in these days to do well unto Jerusalem and to the house of Judah: fear ye
not.

8:20 Thus saith the LORD of hosts; It shall yet come to pass, that there shall come people, and the
inhabitants of many cities:



8:21 And the inhabitants of one city shall go to another, saying, Let us go speedily to pray before the
LORD, and to seek the LORD of hosts: | will go also.

8:22 Yea, many people and strong nations shall come to seek the LORD of hosts in Jerusalem, and to
pray before the LORD.

8:23 Thus saith the LORD of hosts; In those days it shall come to pass, that ten men shall take hold out of
all languages of the nations, even shall take hold of the skirt of him that is a Jew, saying, We will go with
you: for we have heard that God is with you.

Zechariah 9:12-16

9:12 Turn you to the strong hold, ye prisoners of hope: even to day do | declare that | will render double
unto thee;

9:13 When | have bent Judah for me, filled the bow with Ephraim, and raised up thy sons, O Zion,
against thy sons, O Greece, and made thee as the sword of a mighty man.

9:14 And the LORD shall be seen over them, and his arrow shall go forth as the lightning: and the Lord
GOD shall blow the trumpet, and shall go with whirlwinds of the south.

9:15 The LORD of hosts shall defend them; and they shall devour, and subdue with sling stones; and they
shall drink, and make a noise as through wine; and they shall be filled like bowls, and as the corners of
the altar.

9:16 And the LORD their God shall save them in that day as the flock of his people: for they shall be as
the stones of a crown, lifted up as an ensign upon his land.

Zechariah 10:1,5-12



10:1 Ask ye of the LORD rain in the time of the latter rain; so the LORD shall make bright clouds, and give
them showers of rain, to every one grass in the field.

10:5 And they shall be as mighty men, which tread down their enemies in the mire of the streets in the
battle: and they shall fight, because the LORD is with them, and the riders on horses shall be
confounded.

10:6 And | will strengthen the house of Judah, and | will save the house of Joseph, and | will bring them
again to place them; for | have mercy upon them: and they shall be as though | had not cast them off:
for | am the LORD their God, and will hear them.

10:7 And they of Ephraim shall be like a mighty man, and their heart shall rejoice as through wine: yea,
their children shall see it, and be glad; their heart shall rejoice in the LORD.

10:8 | will hiss for them, and gather them; for | have redeemed them: and they shall increase as they
have increased.

10:9 And | will sow them among the people: and they shall remember me in far countries; and they shall
live with their children, and turn again.

10:10 | will bring them again also out of the land of Egypt, and gather them out of Assyria; and | will
bring them into the land of Gilead and Lebanon; and place shall not be found for them.

10:11 And he shall pass through the sea with affliction, and shall smite the waves in the sea, and all the
deeps of the river shall dry up: and the pride of Assyria shall be brought down, and the sceptre of Egypt
shall depart away.

10:12 And | will strengthen them in the LORD; and they shall walk up and down in his name, saith the
LORD.



Zechariah 13:1,9

13:1 In that day there shall be a fountain opened to the house of David and to the inhabitants of
Jerusalem for sin and for uncleanness.

13:9 And | will bring the third part through the fire, and will refine them as silver is refined, and will try
them as gold is tried: they shall call on my name, and | will hear them: | will say, It is my people: and they
shall say, The LORD is my God.

Malachi 1:11 For from the rising of the sun even unto the going down of the same my name shall be
great among the Gentiles; and in every place incense shall be offered unto my name, and a pure
offering: for my name shall be great among the heathen, saith the LORD of hosts.

Malachi 3:10-12, 16-18

3:10 Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in mine house, and prove me
now herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if | will not open you the windows of heaven, and pour you out a
blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it.

3:11 And | will rebuke the devourer for your sakes, and he shall not destroy the fruits of your ground;
neither shall your vine cast her fruit before the time in the field, saith the LORD of hosts.

3:12 And all nations shall call you blessed: for ye shall be a delightsome land, saith the LORD of hosts.

3:16 Then they that feared the LORD spake often one to another: and the LORD hearkened, and heard it,
and a book of remembrance was written before him for them that feared the LORD, and that thought
upon his name.



3:17 And they shall be mine, saith the LORD of hosts, in that day when | make up my jewels; and | will
spare them, as a man spareth his own son that serveth him.

3:18 Then shall ye return, and discern between the righteous and the wicked, between him that serveth
God and him that serveth him not.

Malachi 4:2-3

4:2 But unto you that fear my name shall the Sun of righteousness arise with healing in his wings; and ye
shall go forth, and grow up as calves of the stall.

4:3 And ye shall tread down the wicked; for they shall be ashes under the soles of your feet in the day
that | shall do this, saith the LORD of hosts.
